	1.   Safety Requirements:
· Propane and charcoal BBQ grills shall only be used outdoors. 
· The grill shall NOT be located within (10) ten feet of combustible walls, roofs, eaves, overhanging branches, or within twenty (20) feet of a building air intake, door, window or any openings.
· Keep children and pets away from the grill area. 

· Keep your grill clean by removing grease or fat buildup from the grills and in trays below the grill. 

· Never leave your grill unattended. 

	2.  Provide a fire extinguisher with a rating of 2-A:10-B:C or higher for each BBQ location or a hose connected to a water supply.

	3.  Charcoal grills: 

· If you use a starter fluid, use only charcoal starter fluid. Never add charcoal fluid or any other flammable liquids to the fire. 

· Keep charcoal fluid out of the reach of children and away from heat sources. 

· When finished cooking, you may leave the coals in the barbecue until completely cooled (48 hours is recommended) OR place the briquettes in a bucket of water before discarding them.  Ensure the coals are cold to the touch before discarding them in any dumpster.

	4.  Propane grills:
· Ensure the propane is in good working order.  Check the gas tank hose for leaks and the tank for rust before use.  

· Only the new propane gas tanks with an “over-fill” prevention device will be used.

· When not in use store the propane tank properly.  DO NOT store propane tanks in Flammable/Combustible storage lockers or buildings.
